Early Years Education (NURSERY)   

All children have a right to an early year’s education place in the term following their third birthday.     Free 

places are available for 5 sessions per week of a maximum of 3 hours duration. 15 hours in total.   

Currently, our intake for Nursery is    26 pupils per morning session   

               26 pupils per afternoon session   

               52 pupils on roll   

Parents may choose from maintained, private, voluntary or independent educational settings.

Parents should contact the School Office on Derby 01332 516459 for an application to register their child on the 
waiting list.  Parents can also use the link below to apply for a Nursery School place.  

If too many places are requested, priority will be given to:   

• Children on the Looked After Register (Directive Feb 2006)   
• Children who are on the Child Protection At Risk Register or referrals from Social Care  
• Children who are or are likely to be the subject of a Statement of Special Needs.   
• Siblings of children who are in school already.   
• Other children from the normal area.  
• Children from the wider area.   

In the summer term, priority will be given to children who have already had their 4th birthday, and confirmed as 
attending Brookfield Primary School in the September.   

To apply for a place at Brookfield, please complete the Application form, the Parental Contract (FEEE) Form, and the 
Personal Information Form.    

Return all completed documents to the school office as soon as possible.  Applications are received in date order.    

  

Infant Education (RECEPTION)   

All parents who wish their child to attend Brookfield Primary School should complete the Admission form provided 
by the LA. Please use this link to view the Admission Policy for Derby City, or call the Admissions Office on Derby 
01332 642730.    

The application form on the Portal, opens each year in November and invites parents to select up to 3 schools in 
order of preference.  This application must be received by the LA by January of the following year.   

The Local Education Authority will consider all applications and advise parents by Easter of their child’s infant 
placement for the September academic year.   

Currently, our intake for Reception is 30.    



All children will be admitted to infant education in September.   

There will be no January or Easter intake.
